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The event will be led by Rosemary Parrott, a postgraduate
student at Middlesex University, and will form part of her MA
in Music Aesthetics. Rosemary is a member of the Guild’s
Southern and Wessex branch. Her previous workshops at Isaac
Watts Memorial Church, Southampton, on the music of Taizé,
and Jazz rhythms in Worship Songs, were reported in the
Autumn 2008 edition of ‘Review’.

The first session of the day discusses the tunes of our hymns
and songs and the people who compose them; how they
enhance the meaning of the words they express, and their
influence on the worshippers who sing them. Handout to
include unpublished work by David Evans, composer of ‘Be
Still.

The afternoon workshop examines the ways in which worship
leaders choose hymns and songs to illustrate a theme, and the
musicians’ responsibility for interpreting them so that
congregations can ‘sing with understanding’. It considers the
needs and expectations of all three groups involved, and the
extent to which these are being met.

( walk (uphill), bearing left at Church of St John the Baptist (or 3 stops on

bus 307 to Manor Road).
By bus: No 307 every 10 minutes and numerous other local routes.

Attendance: This event is open to all who would like to know more
about the ways in which hymns and songs are used in worship; it is not
exclusively for organists, Musicians’ Guild or United Reformed Church
members. The day’s fee is £5. 00 (to include tea/coffee and biscuits),
payable to the registrar on arrival.
